This need
based scholarship has been established by the Children in Need Committee with monies raised
by the annual Shepherd of the Valley garage sale.

This scholarship is open to congregation members demonstrating need, who are enrolled in or
are planning to enroll in post secondary education/training. Applicant must be a high school
graduate, or have earned their GED, and submit a completed application. Students may reapply

yearly.

Confidentiality

The scholarship application review process is confidential. Award applicants will need to
provide a copy of their high school or most current transcript (unofficial is sufficent) and a copy
of the front page of the Student Aid Report, which indicates Expected Family Contribution from
their FAFSA application. The cover page with identifying information, transcript and student
aid report will be removed prior to review by the scholarship committee and a number will be
assigned to each application.

Awards

The Scholarship Committee will be awarding up to 4 scholarships with a minimum award of
$500 each. Award notification letter sent by May 1, 2010. All awards will be made by July 31,
2010 directly to the school where the student is enrolled.
